ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research, which was of pre-experimental design, were to 1) compare the English
reading ability for comprehension of grade 5 students after being exposed to the MIA with a brain-based
learning method with the criterion of 70 percent of full marks, and 2) compare the students’ attitudes
toward learning English before and after being exposed to the MIA with brain-based leaming method.
The sample consisted of 21 grade 5 students who were studying in the second semester of the
academic year 2021 at Wat Pra-ngam School, under Pra Nakhon Sri Ayutthaya Primary Educational
Service Area Office 1. They were selected using multi-stage random sampling. The research instruments
were 1) 8 lesson plans, lasting for 16 hours, with the highest appropriate level by the experts,
2) an English reading ability for comprehension test with a reliability of 0.87, and 3) a questionnaire
to explore their attitudes to learning English with Cronbach’s alpha coefficient of 0.89. The data
were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test for one sample and t-test for
dependent samples.

The research findings were as follows: 1) The English reading ability for comprehension of
grade 5 students after being exposed to the MIA with a brain-based learning method was higher
than the criterion of 70 percent of full marks at the 0.05 level of statistical significance (X = 23.10,
5.D. = 1.57 and t = 6.08). And 2) their attitudes toward learning English of grade 5 students after
being exposed to 6 steps of the MIA with a brain-based learning method were statistically higher
than those of before at a 0.05 level of significance.

The body of knowledge gained from this research includes the MIA with a brain-based
learning method that consisted of 6 steps: 1) warm up, 2) learn, 3) read and understand the story,
4) summarize knowledge by transferring information using key words, 5) complete the story-based
sentence puzzle, and 6)evaluate and make correction. Each step helps the learners develop an
English reading ability for comprehension and integrate the 4 skills, namely listening, speaking,
reading and writing with their study. Therefore, teachers should use the MIA with a brain-based

learning method for helping the students succeed in learning English reading comprehension.
