ABSTRACT

This descriptive cross-sectional research aimed to: 1) study level of achievement in
implementing-volunteer home doctor pélicy, and 2) studyff‘:actors affecting an achievement in
implementing volunteer home doctor policy implement‘atign in Nakhon Nayok province. The
sample group used was a-204-volunteer-home-doctor from Nakhon Nayok Province. Obtained by
using multi-stage randem sampling. The instrument used wasia questionnaire on factors affecting
an achievement in implementing volunteer home doctor pi‘olicy. Data analysis and Descriptive
statistics, including mean, standard deviation, number, percentage, and inferential statistics,
namely, multiple regression were employed in this research.

The research results revealed that 1) level of achieverent show as policies that had
been repetitively conducted including surveillance, prevention, and area disease control,
followed by health promotion and critical health problems remedy and the use of digital
technology, respectively; and 2) factors affecting an achievement in implementing the volunteers
home doctor policy had been 6 aspects. Aspect was the promction of having family volunteers.
While, factors related to achievement in the aspect one were the clarity of policy objective;
qualifications of the Public Health Hospital and personal performance. Aspect two included
surveillance, prevention, and area diseases control. Factors related to achievernent in this aspect
were the qualifications of the hospital and personnel performance. Aspect three was health
promotion and critical health problems remedy. Factors related to the achievement in this aspect
were the qualifications of the hospital and the personnel performance. Aspect four was the use
of Thai wisdom, herbs and medical cannabis. Factor related to achievement was. policy resource
and personnel performance. Aspect five was the use of digital technology. Factors related to
achievement of this aspect were policy resource and the persjonaL peiformance. Lastly, Aspect six
was leadership in participatory health promotion. Factors related to achievement were policy
resources and personnel performance. Therefore, it could be seen that the factors related to
personnel performance, qualifications of the hospital, po(lcy resources and clarity of policy
objectives affected the achievement of policy implementation, which could apply to the
implementing other policies.

The body of knowledge is the achievement of volunteer home doctor’s implementation
could reach achievernent by combining multiple factors, including providing.clear and contextual
adaptable potential advancement courses; an awareness on role performance public health
personnel and volunteer home doctors in the community; knowledge sharing; promoting

participation, implementation support; and solving the problems in the community between
public health personnel and volunteer home doctors.

ABSTRACT %

This survey research aimed to study factors related to personal characteristics, characteristics
of retail stores that sell tobacco prodiucts, perceptions regard ng the content of the Tobacco Act,, and
attitudes regarding the sale of tobacco products that affect the behavior of selling tobacco products
to youth-of the retail stores operators near educational |nst1tutlons in Nakhon Nayok Province, The
population used-in this study was stores operators near educataonal institutions in the area of Nakhon
Nayok Province specifically the stores near educational mstltuttons within a radius of 1,000' meters, a
total of 120 stores, during October to December 2022. The research instrument was a questionnaire.
Reliability and Coefficient of Intermnal Consistency had been measured and tested- using by means of
Cronbach’s alpha. The confidence coefficient was .96 us;n’g descriptive statistics and statistics for

multiple regrassion analysis to statistical analyze. Descriptive StatlStICS and multiple regression analysis
were also used in this study. s

The research results found that most retail ope'ra‘cors included 71.67% female, 38.83%
aged 60-69 years, 75.83% married, 40.83% obtained hlgh school as their highest education,
83.33% non-smokers, 95% stores owners, and 55.83% WIth 11-20 years working period there.
The most retail operators had a high level of knowledge about the Tobacco Product Control Act
and related laws, It showed that they have attitudes towards the sale of tobacco products on law
enforcement and behavior in selling tobacco products to youth at a high level of 95.83%, 72.50%,
and 90%, respectively. Factors affected their behaviors of selling tobacco products to'youth with
statistical significance at p < .05 including: 1) distance betweéen stores and educational institutions,
2) price of tobacco per pack, 3) number of tobdcco packs sold, and 4} types of tobacco sold.
These factors were able to predict the behavior of selling tobacco products to youth by 29.30%
(R® = .293). |

Knowledge gained from this research.showed that! reducung sales of tobacco:products to
youth by retailers should consider iniportant factors, mcludmg distance between ‘stores and
educational institutions, price of tobacco per pack, number of tobacco packs sold, and types of
tobacco sold. To reduce access to tobacco products that ;:ause youth to decide to try smoking
and. comply with the law continuously and sustainably. |
