ABSTRACT

This cross- sectional analytical research aimed to 1) study the oral health literacy level of
undergraciuate students in the Rajabhat University network, 2) study the oral health behavior level
of undergraduate students in the Rajabhat University network, and 3) study the factors of oral
health literacy that influence the oral health behavior of undergraduate students in the Rajabhat
University network. The sample group consisted of 355 undergraduate students in the Rajabhat
University network. The selection method employed was multistage sampling. The research
instrument was a questionnaire with a confidence value of .80. Data were analyzed using ready-
made computer software. Statistics used included frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and multiple regression analysis,

The study results revealed that: 1) the sample had oral health literacy at a fair level
(64.50%) and a poor level (28.20%); 2) oral health behaviors were at a fair level (70.40%) and a
good level (29.60%); and 3) factors of oral health literacy including oral health knowledege and
understanding (ﬁ = .21), access to information and oral health services { ﬁ = 23), and self-
management to enhance oral health (ﬁ’ = .27) positively influenced oral health behavior. In
addition, these factors predicted 33.70% of oral health behavior (R? = .337, p-value < .001).

The knowledge ecained from this research indicates that oral health literacy factors
influence oral health behavior, including oral health knowledge and understanding, access to
information and oral health services, and self-management to -enhance oral health. Relevant
stakeholders can use this information to plan and enhance oral health, design media for dental

health education, and organize activities to promole oral health that are appropriate for student
groups.

ABSTRACT

This anatytical cross-sectional research aimed to study the elderly care of family caregivers
and examine the factors related to the elderly care among family caregivers in the district of Ban
Phaeo, Samut Sakhon Province. The sample group consisted of 372 caregivers for the elderly,
selected through a multi-stage sampling. The research tools were 1) knowledge test on elderly care,
2) attitude questionnaire towards elderly care, 3) social support questionnaire, and 4) caregiving
questionnaire for the elderly, with reliability coefficients of .73, 78, .73, and .73 respectively. Data
were analyzed using packaged computer software. The statistics used in the research included
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, and Chi-square test.

The results found that caregiving for the elderly among family caregivers was at a high level
(50.81%), a moderate level (30.38%), and a low level (18.81%%). The factors significantly associated
with caregiving for the elderly among family caregivers in Ban Phaeo District, Samut Sakhon Province,
at a statistical significance level of .05, including education level (7' =1.252, p = .05), sufficiency of
family income (¥* = 62.127, p = .05), age of the elderly ("= 39.129, p = .05), chronic illnesses of the
elderly (;{?= 5.139, p = .05), the relationship between the elderly and their caregivers (,’{2 = 20.515,
p = .05), knowledge of elderty care (¥’ = 21.841, p = .05), attitudes toward alderly care (X° = 40.162,
p = .05), and social support (}° = 42.312, p = .05).

The knowledge gained from this research claims that the relevant organizations in the area
should promote or support family caregivers to have accurate knowledge, understanding, and
appropriate attitudes toward elderly care. This includes fostering social support for elderly care to
ensure that caregiving is highly effective, resulting in the elderly having a high quality of life and
caregivers maintaining good mental health without experiencing stress.

ABSTRACT

This research and development aimed to 1) study background information focusing
on the existing problems and the components of College English course, 2) develop College
English course based on production-oriented approach combined with critical thinking
process, and 3) measure the effectiveness of the implementation of the developed course. The
sample was a class of 40 first-year non-English major students at Xi’an University, the
People’s Republic of China. They were derived by cluster random sampling method. The
experimental design was a one-group pretest-posttest design. The research instruments were
1) six lesson plans for College English course which incorporated production-oriented
approach and critical thinking process, 2) English writing ability test with the reliability index
of .93, and 3) student satisfaction questionnaire with the reliability index of .79. The statistics
used for data analysis were mean, standard deviation, t-test for dependent samples, and t-test
for one sample.

The research results were as follows. 1) The inadequacy of teaching methods for
College English course hindered effective learning outcomes and lifelong learning ability
of the students. 2) The developed College English course consisted of six components (i.e.,
principles, objectives, contents, instructional strategy, media/resources, and assessment/
evaluation) and three stages of teaching process (i.e., preparing; exploring; and producing.).
In addition, ten teaching steps were developed for this course, including (1) describing
communicative scenarios with “explanation” and “Interpretation™; (2) trying out productive
activities with “relevance”; (3) explaining leamning objectives and productive activities
with “analysis”, “breadth”, “depth”, and “significance™ (4) explaining how to accomplish
the productive tasks, what resources to be given or sought, and what learning objectives to
be achieved with “interpretation”, “analysis™, “inference”, and “explanation”; (5) selecting
learning with “precision”, “clarity”, “logic”, and “fairness™ (6) practicing mini-productive
tasks with “accuracy”, “breadth”, and “depth™; (7) practicing a unit project with
“completeness”; (8) submitting products: (9) establishing evaluation criteria; and (10)
evaluating the remaining products after class with “self-regulation™, “evaluation”, and
“conclusion”. And 3) after the implementation of the course, the students’ post-test scores
of English writings (M =41.08, SD = 4.41) were greater than the pretest scores (M =37.08,
5D =4.46) at a significance level of .01 (#=45.61, £ <.001); and the students’ satisfaction
was higher than the determined criterion set at 3.5] ata significance level of .01 (M =4.44,
SD=0.63, t=20.04, p <.001).

The innovation gained from this research is the six components of College
English course and the ten teaching steps which were developed based on production-
oriented approach combined with critical thinking process. These teaching methods can
effectively develop students’ comprehensive abilities, including English writing ability,
critical thinking ability, autonomous learning abilities, and cultural literacy.

ABSTRACT

This research and development aimed to 1) study background information focusing
on the components and the existing problems of Second Foreign Language Japanese course,
2) develop Second Foreign Language Japanese course based on production-oriented
approach and blended learning to improve students’ Japanese listening and speaking skills,
and 3) measure the effectiveness of the implementation of the developed course. The sample
was a class of 25 third-year students at Xi’an University, the People’s Republic of China.
They were derived from cluster random sampling method. The experimental design was a
one-group pretest-posttest design. The research instruments were () lesson plans for Second
Foreign Language Japanese coursc which incorporated production-oriented approach and
blended leaming; (2) Japanese listening test with the reliability index of .85, the item
difficulty ranged fiom .40-.76, and the item discrimination ranged from .25-,88 and Japanese
speaking test with the rcliability index of .86 and the item discrimination ranged from .73-
91; and (3) student satisfaction questionnaire with the reliability index of .83 and item
discrimination ranged from .22-.68. The statistics used for data analysis were mean, standard
deviation, t-test for dependent samples, and t-test for one sample.

The research results were as follows. 1) the problems of Second Foreign Language
Japanese course included (1) an unbalanced emphasis on language skills, (2) traditional teaching
strategies which relied on the passive lecture method, (3) an insufficient incorporation of authentic
materials, (4) insufficient cultural integration, and (5) incomprehensive assessment methods.
2) The developed Second Foreign Language Japanese course consisted of six components,
including principle, objectives, content, instructional strategy, teaching material, and
evaluation. And 3) after the implementation of the course, the students’ post-test scores
. of Japanese listening skill (M = 19.20, SD = 6.25) were greater than the pretest scores
(M = 1532, SD = 6.67) at a significance level of .01 {(f = 26.73, p < .001); and their
post-test scores of Japanese speaking skill (M = 15.20, SD = 2.24) were greater than the
pretest scores (M = 12.04, SD = 2.41) at a significance level of .01 (¢ = 42.23, p < .001).
In addition, students’ satisfaction (M = 4.38, SD = .36) was higher than the determined
criterion of 70% at a significance level of .01 (r=12.12, p < .001).

The innovation gained from this research is the six components of Second Foreign
Language Japanese course and the 4 teaching steps developed based on production-oriented
approach and blended learning as follows: Step!: challenge and preparation (online), Step2:
task breakdown and skill practice (offline), Step3: group activities and class assessment
(offline), and Step 4: improvement, homework, and assessment (online). These teaching
steps can effectively improve students’ listening and speaking skills, particularly Step 2: task
breakdown and skill practice (otflineg) and Step 3: group activities and class assessment
(offline) which intend (o cultivate students’ practical language application skills.
